· Has, on its grounds, a piece of history: a house called the River Lea, built for Lewis Allen at about 1849 (Allen Street in Buffalo was later named for him). He was the uncle of President Grover Cleveland, who used the house as a summer residence… the front of the house is now a museum owned by New York State and operated by the Grand Island Historical Society, the rear is the residence of the groundskeeper of the Beaver Island Golf Course

· Biologically diverse lagoon

· Offers a view of Motor Island, which features a wide variety of resident birds, including Great Blue Herons and Common Egrets.
